Giving evidence is not easy. Giving evidence well is never easy. This part of the day will examine how officers can give their evidence to best effect, promoting both them self and their evidence to best effect, and how to respond to cross examination, using at a vehicle to support the prosecution case. Using a realistic scenario there will be an opportunity for officers to take part in practical examination in chief and cross examination.
